Note:  Any paper that is not turned in when it is due is considered late.

Late Work
*The highest grade a late paper can receive is a 70.
*Late work must be turned in within one school day of the original due date.  If the assignment is not turned in the following day, a grade of zero will be given.

Corrections
*Corrections can be done only on work turned in by the original due date.  It must be turned in within a week.  The highest grade possible on corrected papers is a 70.

Student Planner
*Student Planners are given to each student in order to help them keep up with their homework.  They should be kept in the front of their binder and needs to be checked daily by a parent/guardian.  An assignment board is available for any student who leaves early, or forgets to write an assignment down in class.  If the student planner is lost, green weekly assignment sheets will be available as a replacement.

*Each teacher provides 2 free restroom/hall passes to every student each six week period.  These passes should be stored in their student planner.  Please encourage your child to use these for emergencies only.  The students have ample time to use the restroom and go to their locker between classes.  Once they have used their passes each six weeks, they are not replaced.
