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From the Counselors 
 

This COURSE PLANNING HANDBOOK is provided to assist students and parents in 

planning high school careers.  We urge each student to review the contents of this handbook 

before selecting courses for the coming year as well as for long-range academic goals.  We 

suggest that you consult your teachers, counselors, and parents prior to making final decisions. 

 

Students and parents should carefully decide upon a course of study early; thus, ensuring that 

you obtain the most appropriate high school education possible in light of both present and future 

goals. 

 

All required courses will be offered annually.  Elective courses listed in the booklet will be 

offered on the basis of student needs/request.  Courses will not be offered if projected enrollment 

is not sufficient or if a certified teacher is not available to teach the course.  Because of 

scheduling conflicts and classes being full (closing), a student may not be able to register for 

every class he/she planned to take during a semester. The student’s alternative course selections 

will be substituted for canceled courses.  Recommended grade placement and prerequisites for 

each of the courses (required and elective) can be found on the pages that follow. 

 

Careful consideration should be given to the combination of courses selected and the demand on 

the student's time for studying, practicing, performing, or competing.  It is of extreme importance 

that the registration process be taken seriously and that students select courses which are 

commensurate with their academic abilities and interests.  Once courses and alternates are 

selected, the student's schedule will be set for the entire year since the master schedule is set and 

hiring of teachers is determined by the pre-registration. 

 

ALL  changes to course requests should be made BEFORE June 1, 2010 
 

Even though counselors will inform, monitor, and advise students and parents regarding 

graduation requirements and plans available, it is the responsibility of the student with parental 

approval to take the courses that are required for the graduation plan chosen.

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GENERAL INFORMATION  
 

 

 

1. CREDIT:  Students earn one-half credit for each semester of a course in which he/she 

earns a grade of 70 or higher.  A course such as English I must be taken for two semesters 

and earns one credit.  Each semester credit stands alone. 

 

2. SEMESTER:  An 18-week segment of the school year.   

 

3. REQUIRED COURSE:  A course that a student MUST take and pass to graduate from 

high school. 

 

4.  ELECTIVE:  An optional course that a student may select to pursue individual areas of 

interest. Students may earn up to 5 elective credits. 

 

5. PREREQUISITE: A requirement needed to take a specific course. 

 

6. CAREER and TECHNICAL EDUCATION:  Types of courses offered to train 

students for specific skills used in future employment.  Some career and tech courses 

meet for more than one class period and carry more than one unit of credit. 

 

7.  CAREER PREPARATION:  An experiential course that requires a student to attend 

classes for part of the day and to work part of the day.  On-the-job training earns credits 

and wages for the student. 

 

8. PRE-AP:  Preparatory curriculum leading to Advanced Placement Courses. 

 

9. AP:  Advanced Placement courses offering college-level curriculum and the opportunity 

for college credit with the AP examination. 

 

10. Dual Concurrent Credit:  College-level courses taught on the Jacksboro High School 

Campus which enable students to receive both high school and college credit. 

 

11. Dual Credit:  College-level courses taught at the local community college which enable 

students to receive both high school and college credit. 
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Graduation Requirements 
 

 

Jacksboro ISD requires that all students complete 26 credits of an approved graduation plan to 

receive a high school diploma. Of these 26 credits, only two may be a local credit course. In 

addition, students must perform satisfactorily on all sections of the state-mandated exit level 

examinations (for 2005 and beyond, TAKS) before receiving a diploma. All graduates receive 

the same type of diploma; however, the seal on the transcript will show the graduation plan 

completed (Minimum, Recommended, or Distinguished.) The academic achievement record 

(transcript) is used to record individual achievements and courses completed, grades received, 

and standardized test results, including ACT and SAT. Students must be currently enrolled in the 

high school or be an early graduate of JHS to participate in graduation ceremonies. Students 

who have completed all coursework but still need some or all portions of the TAKS may 

not participate in graduation ceremonies.

 Has earned at least one high school science credit 

 Has earned at least one high school social studies credit 

OR has at least 6 (5 academic credits) and has passed all parts of the 9
th

Program (DAP) recognizes students who demonstrate stellar academic performance and 

exceptional scholarship. 
 

 

REQUIREMENTS 
 

 

To be recognized as a Distinguished Achievement Scholar, students must: 
 

 fulfill each of the requirements of the Recommended Graduation plan, 

 earn an additional foreign language credit - bringing the total 

 to three foreign language credits in the same language, 

 and receive any combination of FOUR of the following advanced measures.

Test Data  a score of three or above on a College Board Advanced 

Placement examination; 

 a score on the PSAT that qualifies a student for recognition as 

a Commended  Scholar or higher by the National Merit 

Scholar Scholarship Corporation; as part of the National 

Hispanic Scholar  Program of the College Board; or as part of 

the National Achievement  Scholarship Program for 

Outstanding Negro Students of the National Merit Scholarship 

Corporation. (The PSAT score may count as only one 

advanced measure regardless of the number of honors 

received by the student.)

Honor graduate requirements: 

 Complete all graduation requirements in regards to academic and non-academic courses. 

 Attain at least an overall 90 average in all unmodified academic subjects taken at 

Jacksboro High School or any other accredited school. All grades (passing or failing) of 

academic courses will be included in the GPA.  

 The average for the second semester of the senior year will be obtained by averaging the 

fourth and fifth six-week periods. 

 All other averages for honor students will be taken from the semester average except 

when two students have identical averages. If this should occur, then the six-week grades 

from the first semester of the senior year will be averaged and percentages will be carried 

forward until the highest and second highest averages are determined. 

 

The two highest academic honors given a Jacksboro High School are that of valedictorian and 

salutatorian of the graduating class. The honor of valedictorian will be given to the senior student 

making the highest numerical average, and the honor of salutatorian will be given to the senior 

student making the second highest numerical average. These averages are based on the above 

plan. 
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Correspondence courses, examinations of acceleration or credit-by-exam tests, summer school 

work, college course work not offered by Jacksboro High School, and non-academic subjects 

will not count toward honors.  

 

Students who transfer from other schools with letter grades only shall have their grades averaged 

by Jacksboro Independent School District standards as follows: 

 

A+ 98  B+ 88  C+ 78  D 70 

A 95  B 85  C 75  F will be transferred in as 60 

A- 92  B- 82  C- 72    

 

Only those students who complete their last 2 years in Jacksboro High School are eligible for 

valedictorian and salutatorian. 

 

In case a student does not qualify for top academic honors because of the two-year attendance 

rule, yet has the highest average, his or her transcript will show the student as ranking number 

one. This same ruling holds true for all top students not meeting the attendance rule. 
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Advanced Placement Program 
 

 

 Texas believes that a strong education is the foundation to our children’s future.  According 

to the Texas Education Agency, it is vital that our students have every opportunity to excel 

academically through rigorous and academically challenging courses.  Courses offered through 

the College Board’s Advancement Program enable Texas students to pursue college level 

coursework while still in high school.  Based on AP Exam performance, students can gain 

college admission, earn scholarship awards, earn credit toward a college degree, skip 

introductory college classes, enter higher-level classes, and/or fulfill general college educational 

requirements, depending on the college or university.  Colleges recognize the role that a rigorous 

high school curriculum plays in preparing students for college success.  Accordingly, the 

National Association for College Admission Counseling’s 2003 survey of college admissions 

officers showed that the most important factor in college admissions is student success in the 

most challenging high school courses available.

 Jacksboro ISD supports the College Board’s commitment to the principle that all students 

who are willing to accept the challenge of and rigorous coursework provided through a college-

level curriculum deserve an opportunity to participate in AP courses.  Jacksboro High School 

offers a variety of Advanced Placement Courses.  All PAP and AP classes require extra time on 

the part of students for class preparation, outside reading and/or labs, and completion of 

assignments than is normally required of students in regular classes.  Also, it is the expectation 

that students who take AP Classes will take AP exams.  (Note: Some colleges and universities 

will not attach value to a high school course labeled AP unless an AP Exam grade is also 

presented for that course.)

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  ENGLISH 
 

 

 

English 1  

  Grade: 9  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: None 

In English I, students are exposed to and read in multiple genres, such as short stories, plays, novels, and poetry.  

These selections are taken from world literature and include classics, such as Shakespeare.  Literary terms are taught 

and stressed in analysis and evaluation in every piece of literature read. Interpreting the historical influence and 

author’s intent is also included in instruction. Teaching skills of critical thinking, inferences, vocabulary, analysis, 

and interpretation are applied to each class assigned novel, short story, poetry and play. An emphasis on writing for 

clarity, creativeness, and persuasion is also utilized.  Students will peer edit and edit their own papers for word 

choice, reasoning, grammatical correctness, and topic consistency with proper transitions throughout the essay. 

 

PAP English l  

  Grade: 9  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: 8
th

 Grade English Teacher Approval 

The Pre AP English I curriculum is differentiated by more challenging reading choices. Summer reading is 

required; world literature novels and other works are chosen, based on being familiar with and needed knowledge, 

for the AP tests. Literary concepts are stressed and applied to all literature. Classics are taught, with critical thinking 

and analysis through terms.  Advanced vocabulary and writing are assigned to teach students to write for expression 

of opinion, logical argument, persuasion, and personal responses to literature, based on evidence from the text.  

Students edit their papers for clarity, engaging language, and correct usage of conventions and mechanics of written 

English. Prepares student for Pre-AP English II. 

 

English 2  

  Grade Level:  10  Credits: l 

  Prerequisite:  English l 

In English II, students read extensively in multiple genres, such as stories, novels, and poetry, from world literature, 

learn literary forms and terms, and interpret the possible influences of the historical context on a literary work. 

Vocabulary development will be stressed. A writing emphasis is placed on persuasive forms of writing such as 

logical arguments, expressions of opinion, and personal forms of writing. Students edit their papers for clarity, 

engaging language, and the correct use of the conventions and mechanics of written English. 

 

PAP English 2  

  Grade Level: 10  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: English 1 and Teacher Approval 

Prerequisite: successful completion of English I PAP or Administrative Approval 

English II PAP covers all the material included in regular English II, and in addition, provides more in-depth work 

with composition, literature, and grammar.  Extensive outside reading will be required, as well as a short research 

project. There is a strong emphasis on critical reading and analysis.  Prepares student for Advanced Placement 

English III and Advanced Placement English IV.  Summer reading is required. 

 

English 3  

  Grade Level: 11  Credits: l 

  Prerequisite:  English 2 

In English III, students read extensively in multiple genres from American literature and also read one of the dramas 

written by William Shakespeare.  Students will be given the opportunity to learn literary forms and terms, and also 

interpret the possible influences of the historical context on a literary work.  A writing emphasis is placed on 

narrative, persuasive, personal, summary and short answer compositions.  Students plan, draft, and complete a 

persuasive research paper including editing for clarity, engaging language, and the correct use of the conventions 

and mechanics of the written English language using MLA documentation.  Students are required to read 
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Accelerated Readers outside the classroom and to develop an elevated vocabulary and study skills using SAT 

vocabulary words. 

 

AP English 3  
                                         Grade Level: 11  Credits: 1 

                                                 Prerequisite:  Pre-AP English 2 and/or Teacher Recommendation and/or Approval 

The AP English III curriculum has a focus on English language and composition, encompassing an emphasis on 

reading complex fiction and nonfiction American literature with understanding. This curriculum also emphasizes 

writing prose of sufficient richness and complexity to communicate effectively with mature readers.  Students 

develop critical skills through extensive reading, discussion, and writing persuasively, including a persuasive 

research paper and a literary research project using MLA documentation.  Summer reading is required.  Extra time 

is also required on the part of AP English III student for class preparation, outside reading, and completion of 

assignments in order to learn the skills necessary to read, understand, and write in the elevated manner required to 

become competent in writing on a collegiate level.  Students who take AP English III are required to take the 

Advanced Placement Exam. 

 

English 4  

  Grade Level: 12  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: English 3 

Students will read novels, poetry, short stories, critical essays, and selected acts from dramatic works written by 

British authors and other authors from around the world.  Various authors, works, and genres are chosen each year.  

Students will write in various forms using the correct conventions of written English and produce a research project 

using the MLA format.  This course allows students the opportunity to engage in a number of class discussions to 

broaden their scope and knowledge of the authors, the era in which a work was written, and the influence the 

work/author may have on the present.  Literary terms and their use in effective writing will be studied with each 

work . 

 

AP English 4 Grade Level: 12  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: English 3 and/or Administrative Approval 

Students will read extensively and analyze a variety of novels, poetry, short stories, critical essays, and selected acts 

from dramatic works written by authors from around the world.  The advanced placement student should have a firm 

grasp of the conventions of written English as they will be expected to write about the author and his or her work in 

an organized essay focusing on the style and technique used by each author.  AP English IV students are expected to 

take and pay for the Advanced Placement exam in May.  This is a discussion class and grades will reflect any lack of 

preparation and/or participation.   

 

Journalism: Yearbook I & II  

  
 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Teacher Approval 

This course will provide students with an opportunity to communicate in a variety of forms for a variety of 

audiences and purposes. Students are expected to plan, draft, and complete written and/or visual communications on 

a regular basis, carefully examining their copy for clarity, engaging language, and the correct use of the conventions 

and mechanics of written English. In Journalism: Yearbook I & II students are expected to become analytical 

consumers of media and technology to enhance their communication skills. In addition, students will learn 

journalistic ethics and standards. Writing, technology, and visual and electronic media are used as tools for learning 

as students create, clarify, critique, write, and produce effective communications. Students enrolled in Journalism: 

Yearbook I & II and enhance their journalistic skills, research self-selected topics, and plan, organize, and prepare a 

project(s). Students in this class produce the Jacksboro High School Yearbook. 
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ELA TAKS  

  Grade: 10, 11  Credits: .5-1 local 

  Prerequisite: Staff Placement 

This course is designed to provide students with a comprehensive review of basic English and Language Arts skills. 

Topics of study will include basic reading, grammar, sentence structure, and multi-paragraph compositions.  

Students needing additional preparation for TAKS scores will be placed in the course by campus personnel. One-

half to one local credit will be awarded. 

 

English as a Second Language 1, 2, 3  
  Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: 1 

  Prerequisite: LPAC Committee Approval 

This course provides the student whose native language is not English with individual instruction in reading and 

writing the English Language.  The course will strengthen communicative proficiency in the core modes and will 

emphasize utilization of correct English grammar and structure.  Opportunities will be provided to interact with their 

classmates in English and to visualize relationships to other disciplines and real-life applications.  
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MATHEMATICS 

 

Suggested Sequence of Courses 

 

 

Algebra I                       

Grade Levels: 9 – 12             Semesters: 2              Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: completion of 8
th

 grade math 

This course builds on K-8 basic understandings in mathematics to develop abstract concepts related to functions and 

relations in mathematics. Among the topics studied are real numbers, operations, polynomials, rational expressions, 

linear equations and inequalities in one and two variables, quadratic equations and functions, graphs of linear and 

quadratic functions, and an introduction to other types of functions. This course is a prerequisite for all other high 

school mathematics courses and for chemistry and physics. All students must pass Algebra I to graduate. 

**Students taking Algebra I in 8th grade must complete 3- 4 math credits in grades 9-12 that include advanced 

mathematics (Math Models is NOT acceptable for advanced math). Advanced mathematics is any course above 

Algebra II. 

 

Geometry                 
Grade Levels: 10 – 12  Semesters: 2               Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra I 

This course provides a general study of plane and solid geometry. Topics include: basic geometry properties, 

deductive and inductive reasoning, postulates, theorems, triangle relationships, polygons, circles, area, perimeter, 

circumference, volume, surface area, basic coordinate geometry, transformations, and right triangle trigonometry. 

Geometry is a prerequisite for physics and for pre-calculus. All students must pass Geometry to graduate. 

 

PAP Geometry        
Grade Levels: 10 – 12         Semester:  2                Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra I and teacher approval 
Pre-AP Geometry provides a more in-depth study of plane and solid geometry. The ability to evaluate, organize, and 

formalize proofs will be an integral part of the course. Topics are the same as the basic geometry course but are 

covered in more depth to prepare for advanced mathematics.  PAP Geometry prepares students for college level 

mathematics. Geometry is a prerequisite for Pre-Calculus and for Physics. All students must pass a geometry 

course to graduate.

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Algebra II       
Grade Levels: 10 – 12              Semesters: 2             Credit: 1 

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and teacher recommendation. Note: Most students will 

take Algebra II after Geometry. 

This course is designed to increase skills in algebraic operations. Algebra 2 addresses real and complex number 

systems, matrices, second-degree equations, systems of linear equations, application of algebraic skills through 

stated problems, translation of functions, conic sections, and rational, inverse, radical, exponential, and log 

functions. Texas law requires all students to complete 4 years of mathematics in high school including Algebra II if 

on recommended plan. 

 

PAP Algebra II  
Grade Levels: 9 – 12           Semesters: 2            Credit: 1 

Prerequisite: Algebra I and teacher recommendation. 
This course is designed to increase skills in algebraic operations. Algebra 2 addresses real and complex number 

systems, matrices, second-degree equations, systems of linear equations, application of algebraic skills through 

stated problems, translation of functions, conic sections, and rational, inverse, radical, exponential, and log 

functions. Topics will be covered in more depth than in the regular Algebra II course. Emphasis will be placed on 

preparing students for college level mathematics. Texas law requires all students to complete 4 years of mathematics 

in high school including Algebra II if on recommended plan.  

 

Mathematical Models with Application  
Grade Levels: 11 – 12     Semesters: 2   Credit: 1 

Prerequisites: Algebra I and Geometry and teacher recommendation. 

This course is a bridge between Geometry and Algebra II and only counts as a 4th math credit if taken PRIOR to 

Algebra II. It is recommended that students who do not pass the TAKS in grades 9 and/or 10 take Math Models in 

grade 11 to prepare them for Algebra II their senior year and for grade 11 Exit TAKS. This course is not 

considered an advanced math credit. Students use mathematical methods to model and solve real-life applied 

problems taken from business, personal finance, music, art, architecture, and science.  Emphasis is given to 

collecting and making predictions from data. 

 

Pre-Calculus       
Grade Levels: 11 – 12          Semesters: 2                   Credit: 1 

Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II 

This course is designed to review algebra concepts and integrate the topics of trigonometry, elementary analysis, and 

analytic geometry to provide a strong foundation in college mathematics concepts, techniques, and applications to 

prepare students for advanced work.  This class is strongly recommended for college bound students and is 

necessary preparation for the college placement tests such as the COMPASS and THEA. 

 

PAP Pre-Calculus *College Algebra (Math 1314)    
Grade Levels: 11-12  Semesters: 1  Credit: .5 

Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II and successful completion and 

passing of the COMPASS or THEA tests or TAKS or SAT scores that provide 

exemption from the COMPASS prior to enrollment. 

This is a dual concurrent credit course through Weatherford College. Students must register and pay tuition to 

receive dual credit. High school credit will be one semester of Pre-AP Pre-Calculus; college credit is 3 credit hours. 

Cost:  Approximately $255 per course, plus cost of textbook, payable to Weatherford College at the beginning of the 

semester. College Algebra covers set and set operations, linear equations, non-linear equations, quadratic equations, 

inequalities, functions and graphs, systems of equations, polynomial, rational, exponential, and logarithm functions.  

It also covers algebraic operations with real and complex numbers. 
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PAP Pre-Calculus *College Trigonometry/Math 1316    
Grade Levels: 11-12    Semesters: 1      Credit: .5 
Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II and successful completion and 

passing of the COMPASS or THEA tests or TAKS or SAT scores that provide 

exemption from the COMPASS prior to enrollment and completion of Math 

1314 College Algebra. 

This is a dual concurrent credit course through Weatherford College. Students must register and pay tuition to 

receive dual credit. High school credit will be one semester of Pre-AP Pre-Calculus; college credit is 3 credit hours. 

Cost: Approximately $255 per course, plus cost of textbook, payable to Weatherford College at the beginning of the 

semester. College trigonometry covers right triangle trigonometry, trigonometric functions, properties, and graphs, 

identities, polar equations, applications of trigonometry, and vectors.  

 

*To use as the 4
th

 math credit, students must take BOTH College Algebra (1 semester) and College Trigonometry  

(1 semester).  

 

Advanced Mathematical Decision Making (AMDM)   
Grade Level: 12    Semesters: 2           Credit: 1 

   Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II 
This is a new independent study course. This is a rigorous course that prepares students for a range of future options 

in non-mathematics intensive college majors or for entering the workforce training programs. The course 

emphasizes statistics and financial applications, and it prepares students to use algebra, trigonometry, and discrete 

mathematics to model a range of situations and solve problems. The course includes the analysis of information 

using statistical methods and probability, modeling change and mathematical relationships, mathematical decision 

making in finance, and spatial and geometric modeling for decision making.  
 

AP Calculus AB/Math 2413 Calculus I     
Grade Level: 12       Semesters: 2    Credit: 1 

Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, Pre-Calculus or College 

Algebra/Trigonometry and teacher recommendation. Successful completion of 

the COMPASS or THEA tests or TAKS or SAT scores that provide exemption 

from the COMPASS is required to take any college level math course. 
This is a dual concurrent credit course through Weatherford College. Students must register and pay tuition to 

receive dual credit. Due to the lab requirement from Weatherford College this course is taken for two full semesters 

in high school but counts as one semester (4 credit hours) college credit. High school credit is one credit. This 

course also follows the Advanced Placement criteria and gives the student the opportunity to take the Advanced 

Placement test in Calculus AB. Cost: Approximately $255 per course payable to Weatherford College at the 

beginning of the fall semester. The course covers limits, derivatives, integrals, application of derivatives and 

integration, related rates, optimization, and volumes of revolution. 

 

AP Statistics/Math 1342 Elementary Statistics   
Grade Level: 12    Semesters: 2           Credit: 1 

Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II and Math 1314 College Algebra 

(Weatherford College prerequisite) and passing of the COMPASS or THEA 

tests or TAKS or SAT scores that provide exemption from the COMPASS prior 

to enrollment. Students must have teacher approval to take as AP Statistics.  

This is a basic course in college level statistics covering the following topics and their applications in various fields: 

probability, population sampling, collection, tabulation and graphing of data, frequency distributions, mean and 

standard deviation, correlation and regression, the normal distribution, and hypothesis testing. This course is a full 

year course in statistics. College credit is obtained by registering in the spring for Math 1342. This allows students to 

take College Algebra in the fall as the prerequisite for this class in the spring.   
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 SCIENCE

 Prerequisites: None 

Biology I provides a general knowledge of the natural order of living organisms and their relationship with the 

environment.  Topics to be covered include Scientific Processes, Cells and Cellular Specialization, Nucleic Acids 

and the Mechanisms of Heredity, Natural Selection, Metabolic Processes and Energy Transfers, Homeostasis, 

Plants, Animals, Viruses, Taxonomy, Human Systems and Ecology.  Topics will be taught utilizing laboratory 

experiences.   This course will not substitute for Pre-AP Biology. 

 

PAP Biology  

  Grades:  9  Credits: 1 
 Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation 

Pre-AP Biology is designed as the first year of a two year program to prepare students for the Advanced Placement 

Biology exam for college credit.  Students enrolling in this course should plan on continuing with AP Biology the 

following year.  Topics to be covered, as determined by the College Board, include Scientific Processes, 

Biochemistry, Cells, Heredity, Molecular Biology, Natural Selection, Plants, Animals, Taxonomy, Human Systems 

and Ecology.  Highly motivated and capable students should expect a rigorous, in-depth, laboratory based approach 

and accelerated concept pacing.   

 

AP Biology - Zoology and Botany  

 Grades: 12  Credits: 1 
 Prerequisites: Pre-AP Biology, Chemistry (Pre-AP Chemistry 

recommended), Algebra II or concurrent enrollment; COMPASS and 

THEA scores sufficient for WC enrollment, payment of tuition prior to the 

first day of class, and Teacher Approval 

AP Biology (College Zoology and Botany) is designed to be representative of topics taught in a two semester 

college introductory biology major’s course. Three broad topics, as determined by the College Board, will be 

covered including Molecules and Cells, Heredity and Natural Selection, Organisms and Populations.  In-depth

 Prerequisites: Pre-AP Biology, Chemistry (Pre-AP Chemistry 

recommended), Algebra II; COMPASS and THEA scores sufficient for WC 

enrollment, payment of tuition prior to the first day of class, and Teacher 

Approval. 

Microbiology is the study of microorganisms and their relationship to man. Emphasis placed on the pathogenic and 

non-pathogenic microorganisms, lab procedures, identifying microorganisms, drug resistant organisms, and 

emerging diseases.  Cost: Approximately $280 per course payable to Weatherford College at the beginning of each 

semester.  

 

IPC 
 Grades:  10  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisites: None 

In Integrated Physics and Chemistry, students conduct laboratory and field investigations, use scientific methods 

during investigation, and make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving. This 

course integrates the disciplines of physics and chemistry in the following topics: force, motion, energy, and matter. 

 

Chemistry  

 Grades: 10-12  Credits: 1 
 Prerequisites: Biology I, Algebra I 

In this conceptual course, chemistry concepts will be presented on a “need to know” basis.  This student centered 

course will maximize the student’s personal experiences in the everyday world by providing activity based 

chemistry concepts. In-depth laboratory experiences will be utilized.  The following topics will be taught:  Scientific 

Processes, Characteristics of Matter, Energy Transformations, Atomic Structure, Gas, Atomic Bonding, Nuclear 

Fission and Fusion, Chemical Reactions, Quantifying Equations, Solids, Liquids, and Solutions, and Gas Laws.  

This course will not substitute for Pre-AP Chemistry. 

 

PAP Chemistry  

 Grades: 10-12  Credits: 1  
 Prerequisites: Biology, Algebra II or concurrent enrollment; teacher approval 

Pre-AP Chemistry is designed as the first year of a two year program to prepare students for the Advanced 

Placement Chemistry exam for college credit.  Students enrolling in this course should plan on continuing with AP 

Chemistry the following year.  Students should have a thorough understanding of algebra.  Topics to be covered, as 

determined by the College Board, include Scientific Processes, Characteristics of Matter, Atomic Theory, Bonding 

and Covalent Compounds, Chemical Reactions, Quantifying Equations, Solids, Liquids, and Solutions, and Gas 

Laws.  Highly motivated and capable students should expect a rigorous, in-depth, laboratory based approach and 

accelerated concept pacing.   

 

Physics    

 Grades: 11-12  Credits: 1 
 Prerequisites: Biology I, Algebra I 

In this conceptual course, physics concepts will be presented in familiar English with equations as a “guide to 

thinking.”  This course will maximize the student’s personal experiences in the everyday world as opposed to a 

concentration on math skills.  In-depth laboratory experiences will be utilized.  The following topics will be taught:  

Scientific Processes, Laws Governing Motion, Energy, and Momentum, Forces:  Gravitational, Electrical, and 

Magnetic, Thermodynamics, Waves, and Quantum Physics.  This course will not substitute for Pre A.P. Physics. 
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PAP Physics   

 Grades: 11-12  Credits: 1 
 Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry (Pre-AP Chemistry recommended), 

Algebra II, Pre-calculus or concurrent enrollment 

Pre-AP Physics is designed as the first year of a two year program to prepare students for the Advanced Placement 

Physics B exam for college credit.  Students enrolling in this course should plan on continuing with AP Physics the 

following year.  Students should have a thorough understanding of algebra.  Topics to be covered, as determined by 

the College Board, include Scientific Processes, Kinematics, Newton’s Laws of Motion, Work, Energy and Power, 

Systems of Particles and Linear Momentum, Rotation, Oscillations, and Gravitation.  Highly motivated and capable 

students should expect a rigorous, in-depth, laboratory based approach and accelerated concept pacing.   

 

 

Environmental Systems  

 Grades:  12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisites: Biology, Chemistry, and IPC or Physics 

This course is an interdisciplinary study that includes physical science, life science, and social science. Students 

conduct laboratory and field investigations, use scientific methods during investigations, and make informed 

decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving. Students study a variety of topics that include: biotic 

and abiotic factors in habitats, ecosystems and biomes, interrelationships among resources and an environmental 

system, sources and flow of energy through an environmental system, relationship between carrying capacity and 

changes in populations and ecosystems, and changes in environments.  
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 SOCIAL STUDIES 
 

Suggested Sequence of Courses 
 

 

 

World Geography  

 Grade Levels: 9  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In World Geography Studies students examine people, places, and environments at local, regional, national, and 

international scales from the spatial and ecological perspectives of geography.  The social studies strands of the 

Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS), including history, geography, economics, government, citizenship, 

culture, and science/technology/society and social studies skills are integrated in World Geography Studies. 

 

PAP World Geography  

 Grade Levels: 9  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In Pre-Advanced Placement World Geography Studies students are introduced to the systematic study of patterns 

and processes that have shaped human understanding, use, and alteration of Earth’s surface.  Students employ spatial 

concepts and landscape analysis to examine human social organization and its environmental consequences.  They 

also learn about the methods and tools geographers use in their science and practice.  Extra time is required on the 

part of pre-AP World Geography students for class preparation, outside reading, weekly projects, and 

completion of assignments than is normally required of students in regular classes.   

 

World History  

 Grade Levels: 10  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In World History Studies students are provided an overview of the entire history of humankind.  The major 

emphasis is on the student of significant people, events, and issues from the earliest times to the present.  The social 

studies strands of the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS), including economics, government, citizenship, 

culture, and science/technology/society and social studies skills are integrated with the history and geography 

strands to establish a sense of time and a sense of place. 

 

United States History (since Reconstruction) 
 Grade Level: 11  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: None 

United States Studies since Reconstruction is the second part of a two-year study of U.S. History that begins in 

Grade 8.  Students study the history of the United States since Reconstruction to the present.  Historical content 

focuses on the political, economic, and social events and issues related to industrialization and urbanization, major 

wars, domestic and foreign policies of the Cold War and post-Cold War eras, and reform movements including civil

AP United States History         

 Grade Levels: 11   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Teacher Approval 

In AP United States History students are presented an overview of the political, diplomatic, economic, social and 

cultural history of America from prehistoric times through the present.  Through readings, presentations, lectures, 

discussions, and class activities, students will explore major themes in American history.  Extra time other than 

what is normally required of students in regular classes is required on the part of AP U.S. History students 

for class preparation, outside reading, and completion of assignments.  Students who take AP United States 

History are required to take the Advanced Placement Exam. 

 

United States Government  
 Grade Level: 12  Credits: .5 

 Prerequisite: None 

In Government the focus is on the principles and beliefs upon which the United States was founded and on the 

structure, functions, and powers of government at the national, state, and local levels. A significant focus of the 

course is on the U.S. Constitution, its underlying principles and ideas, and the form of government it created.  The 

content enables students to understand the importance of patriotism, function in a free enterprise society, and 

appreciate the basic democratic values of our state and nation. Weekly current events are required.  

 

Economics with Emphasis on the Free Enterprise System and its Benefits 
 Grade Level: 12  Credits: .5 

 Prerequisite: None 

Economics with Emphasis on the Free Enterprise System and its Benefits is the culmination of the economic content 

and concepts studies throughout social studies courses.  The focus is on the basic principles concerning production, 

consumption, and distribution of goods and services in the Untied States and a comparison with those in other 

countries around the world.  The course builds upon the foundation in citizenship, economics, geography, 

government, history, culture, social studies skills and science, technology, and society laid by the social studies 

essential knowledge and skills. Weekly current events are required.  

 

United States Government ï Dual Concurrent Credit 

Economics-Free Enterprise System ï Dual Concurrent Credit 
 Grade Level: 12  Credits: .5 each 

 Prerequisite: THEA scores sufficient for WC enrollment, payment of tuition 

prior to the first day of class, and Teacher Approval 

Available to academically talented students, Dual Concurrent Government and Economics are college level courses 

offered on the JHS campus.  Students taking these courses should be highly motivated, proficient in critical thinking 

skills, and strong in independent study skills.  Topics for U.S. Government include:  Foundations of the U.S. 

political system, development of the United States governmental system, structures and functions of the U.S. 

governmental system, participation and decision making in the political system.  Topics for Economics include:  

Introducing and developing basic theory and principles of the market economy; supply and demand; pricing; 

inflation and income distribution; describing the types of business organizations and how they relate to organizations 

of labor and capital; show how government politics influence the economy through money and banking, the Federal 

Reserve System, taxes, fiscal policies and governmental regulations, cover the special problems of developing 

nations and the reasons for international trade, its problems and benefits.  Grades for Dual Concurrent Credit courses are 

not calculated into the grade point average. Cost: Approximately $255 per course payable to Weatherford College at the beginning of 

each semester.  
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 FOREIGN LANGUAGES 
 
 

Spanish 1  

 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: None 

The course is an introduction to communicating in the Spanish language. Students will develop proficiency skills in 

the core modes (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) through their learning of contextualized vocabulary, 

pronunciation, basic dialogue and sentence patterns.  Through various classroom activities, students will also expand 

their knowledge of Hispanic culture.  A variety of audio, visual and interactive media will be utilized. 

 

Spanish 2  

 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Spanish 1 

Emphasizing oral comprehension and reading skills, students expand their fluency in Spanish.  Grammar, 

vocabulary, literature, and cultural studies are stressed.  Listening, speaking, reading, writing, and language concepts 

are emphasized. 

 

Spanish 3  

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits: 1

 Prerequisite: Spanish 2 & Teacher Approval 

Study of the subjunctive begins.  Using college materials, students undertake grammar and vocabulary studies, 

enhance oral comprehension and explore Hispanic culture. Skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing are 

emphasized with the result that during oral units the class will be conducted entirely in Spanish.  Students with 

advanced skills may wish to take the AP Spanish Language Test for the possibility of earning college credit. 

 

Spanish 4  

 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Spanish 3 & Teacher Approval 

Study of subjunctive continues.  This course stresses grammar and vocabulary studies using college materials.  

Students also read Hispanic literature and write original compositions.  Listening, speaking, and language skills are 

emphasized, along with awareness of Hispanic culture with the result that oral units are conducted in Spanish only.  

Students with advanced skills may wish to take the AP Spanish Language Test for the possibility of earning college 

credit. 
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HEALTH 
 

 

Health Education  

 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: .5 

 Prerequisite: None 

This course focuses attention on the aspects of good physical and mental health.  Topics will include proper body 

functioning, body systems, human emotions and the development of healthful attitudes and habits, safety, accident 

prevention, first aid and emergency action, awareness of health problems, diseases, personal appearance, the 

relationship of diet, exercise and rest, environmental health concepts, and current health issues.  Health education is 

required for high school graduation. 

 

 

 

COMMUNICATION APPLICATIONS 
 

 

 

Communication Applications (Speech) 
 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits:  .5 

Prerequisite: None 

This course focuses on a range of skills necessary for effective communication in social and professional situations.  

Topics that are stressed include the communication process, communication in group situations, business 

communication, and the preparation and presentation of public addresses.  Communication Applications is required 

for high school graduation. 
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 FINE ARTS 

 

 

Art 1  

 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In this elective course, the students shall be provided opportunities to work in the areas of design, drawing, painting, 

printmaking, and sculpture.  The student will be exposed to the use of different media and tools.  Art 1 students will 

learn to evaluate their work and that of major artists and art cultures.  Certain supplies for this course may need to be 

provided by the student. Students will follow a textbook and do projects at the end of chapters. State TEKS fulfilled. 

 

Art 2  

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Art 1 

In this elective mostly self-paced course, students will continue to develop artistic awareness, imaginative 

expression, appreciation of art culture, and aesthetic judgment.  Some of the art areas in which students may choose 

to work are painting, printmaking, fibers, ceramics, and sculpture.  Certain supplies for this course must be provided 

by the student. 

 

Art 3  

 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Art 2 & Teacher Approval 

This advanced self-paced course provides students with the opportunity to pursue individualized goals geared to 

specific interests.  Avenues of artistic expression are expanded through problem-solving opportunities in areas such 

as advanced printmaking, pottery and oil painting.  Certain supplies for this course must be provided by the student.   

 

Art History/Appreciation  

 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite:  *Administrator Approval 

This elective course will include learning how to look at art work analytically, studying the lives and work of 

various artists, the study of art periods, and learning how to get the most out of a museum visit.  Students will 

complete written assignments on the analysis of various art works, on their research of various artists, and make a 

class presentation or a visual presentation of the results. 

 

Band (Symphonic, Concerts I - IV)  
 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: By audition and/or satisfactory prior band participation 

Band will promote mental and physical discipline, good citizenship through group endeavor, physical conditioning, 

cultural growth, and enhanced ability to make musical value judgments through critical listening, understanding of 

music theory, proper instrumental technique, and creative self-expression.  All band students will participate in 

Marching Band.  Based on audition, students will be placed into Concert I, II, III or Symphonic Band for the second 

and third trimesters.  Concert and Symphonic Band study begins immediately following football season.  Extra 

rehearsals will be called at the director's discretion.  Attendance at all rehearsals and performances throughout the 

year constitutes part of the student's grade.  Students using a district-owned instrument will be required to pay a fee 

for maintenance use.  Fall semester Marching Band can substitute for .5 credits per year for the state required 

graduation credit. 

 

Instrumental Ensemble (Jazz Band)  
 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: .5-1 

Prerequisite: By audition and Director Approval  

Students perform a varied repertoire of music representing genres and styles from American and other jazz related 

culture styles.  This course examines fundamental skills, accurate intonation and rhythm, and basic performance 

techniques while executing moderately difficult literature independently and in full jazz ensemble.   
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Music Theory  

 Grade Level: 11-12  Credits: .5 

 Prerequisite: Proficient music-reader and Director Approval 

This class is a survey of the fundamentals of harmony.  The content of this course serves as preparation for 

university level beginning music theory.  Subjects covered will be key signatures, interval study, sight singing and 

beginning harmony.  Any student considering music as a college major will find this course invaluable. 

 

Theatre Arts 1                           

Grade Levels: 9-12                                                   Credits: .5-1 

                                                                        Prerequisite: None 

This course stresses the expressive use of body and voice, along with aesthetic growth through appreciation of 

theatrical events.  Concepts and skills in the areas of acting and theatre production will also be emphasized.  Specific 

topics to be explored include stage movement, improvisation, culminating in acting projects which include solos, 

duets, and group plays. Theatre History will also be studied, including Greek, Medieval, and Modern Theatre, with 

projects associated with each.  All students must perform, as this is a performance based class. 

  

Theatre Arts 2                         

Grade Levels: 10-12                                                   Credits: .5-1 

                                                                        Prerequisite: Theatre Arts 1 

The emphasis in this elective course is on refining concepts and skills in acting and theatre production, as well as 

continued growth of students' abilities to analyze and evaluate theatrical experiences.  Staff organization, set and 

stage design, stage lighting, and performance will also be stressed. Theatre History will also be explored.  All 

students must perform, in solos, duets and group plays.   

  

Theatre Arts 3                        

Grade Levels: 11-12                                                    Credits: .5-1 

                                                                        Prerequisite: Theatre Arts 2 & Teacher Approval 

Geared toward the serious drama student, this elective course continues the span of instruction described in Theater 

Arts 1 & 2.  Specialized theatrical styles such as mime, dance, drama, musical theatre, and puppetry will be further 

explored. All students must perform in one or more of the following: solos, duets, and group plays.

The knowledge and skills taught in 

this course include teaching students about the process of becoming fit as well as achieving some degree of fitness 

within the class. The concept of wellness, or striving to reach optimal levels of health, is the corner stone of this 

course and is exemplified by one of the course objectives-students designing their own personal fitness program. 

In Physical Education, students acquire the knowledge and skills for movement that provide the foundation for 

enjoyment, continued social development through physical activity, and access to a physically-active lifestyle 

throughout the lifespan.   

 

Adventure/Outdoor Education  

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Foundations of Personal Fitness 

In Physical Education, students acquire the knowledge and skills for movement that provide the foundation for 

enjoyment, continued social development through physical activity, and access to a physically-active lifestyle. The 

student exhibits a physically-active lifestyle and understands the relationship between physical activity and health 

throughout the lifespan.  Students enrolled in adventure outdoor education are expected to develop competency in 

outdoor education activities that provide opportunities for enjoyment and challenge. Emphasis is placed upon 

student selection of activities that also promote a respect for the environment and that can be enjoyed for a lifetime. 

 

Aerobic Activities  

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Foundations of Personal Fitness 

In Physical Education, students acquire the knowledge and skills for movement that provide the foundation for 

enjoyment, continued social development through physical activity, and access to a physically-active lifestyle. The 

student exhibits a physically-active lifestyle and understands the relationship between physical-activity and health 

throughout the lifespan.  Students in aerobic activities are exposed to a variety of activities that promote health-

related fitness. A major expectation of this course is for the student to design a personal fitness program that uses 

aerobic activities as a foundation.

This course allows students to develop knowledge and skills regarding career 

opportunities, personal development, globalization, industry standards, details, practices, and expectations. To 

prepare for success, students need to have opportunities to learn, reinforce, experience, apply, and transfer their 

knowledge and skills in a variety of settings. 
 

Horticulture Science  
  Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in horticultural systems, students need to attain academic skills and knowledge, acquire 

technical knowledge and skills related to horticulture and the workplace, and develop knowledge and skills 

regarding career opportunities, entry requirements, and industry expectations. To prepare for success, students need 

opportunities to learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer knowledge and skills in a variety of settings. This course is 

designed to develop an understanding of common horticultural management practices as they relate to food and 

ornamental plant production 
 

Agricultural Mechanics and Metal Technologies   
 Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in agricultural power, structural, and technical systems, students need to attain academic 

skills and knowledge; acquire technical knowledge and skills related to power, structural, and technical agricultural 

systems and the industry; and develop knowledge and skills regarding career opportunities, entry requirements, 

industry certifications, and industry expectations. To prepare for success, students need opportunities to learn, 

reinforce, apply, and transfer knowledge and skills and technologies in a variety of settings. This course is designed 

to develop an understanding of agricultural mechanics as it relates to safety and skills in tool operation, electrical 

wiring, plumbing, carpentry, fencing, concrete, and metal working techniques. 
 

Agricultural Facilities Design and Fabrication  
 Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in mechanized agriculture and technical systems, students attain knowledge and skills 

related to agricultural facilities design and fabrication. Students explore career opportunities, entry requirements, 

and industry expectations. To prepare for success, students reinforce, apply, and transfer their academic knowledge 

and technical skills in a variety of settings. 
 

Practicum in Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources 
 Grade Levels: 11-12 (2 hour class) Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

The practicum is designed to give students supervised practical application of knowledge and skills. Practicum 

experiences can occur in a variety of locations appropriate to the nature and level of experiences such as 

employment, independent study, internships, assistantships, mentorships, or laboratories. 

 

Livestock Production 
 Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in the field of animal science, students need to attain academic skills and knowledge, 

acquire knowledge and skills related to animal systems and the workplace, and develop knowledge and skills 
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regarding career opportunities, entry requirements, and industry expectations. To prepare for success, students need 

opportunities to learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer their knowledge and skills in a variety of settings.  

Animal species to be addressed in this course may include, but are not limited to, beef cattle, dairy cattle, swine, 

sheep, goats, and poultry. 

 

Advanced Animal Science   
 Grade Level: 12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in the field of animal science, students need to attain academic skills and knowledge, 

acquire knowledge and skills related to animal systems, and develop knowledge and skills regarding career 

opportunities, entry requirements, and industry standards. To prepare for success, students need opportunities to 

learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer their knowledge and skills in a variety of settings. This course examines the 

interrelatedness of human, scientific, and technological dimensions of livestock production. Instruction is designed 

to allow for the application of scientific and technological aspects of animal science through field and laboratory 

experiences. Approved for the 4
th

 Science credit.  

 

Food Technology & Safety  
 Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in value-added and food processing systems, students need to attain academic skills and 

knowledge, acquire technical knowledge and skills related to value-added and food processing and the workplace, 

and develop knowledge and skills regarding career opportunities, entry requirements, and industry expectations. To 

prepare for success, students need opportunities to learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer their knowledge and skills 

and technologies in a variety of settings. This course examines the food technology industry as it relates to food 

production, handling, and safety. 

 

Wildlife Fisheries and Ecology Management  
 Grade Levels: 9-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in natural resource systems, students need to attain academic skills and knowledge, 

acquire technical knowledge and skills related to natural resources, and develop knowledge and skills regarding 

career opportunities, entry requirements, and industry expectations. To prepare for success, students need 

opportunities to learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer their knowledge and skills in a variety of settings. This course 

examines the management of game and non-game wildlife species, fish, and aqua crops and their ecological needs as 

related to current agricultural practices. 

 

Range Ecology & Management  
 Grade Levels: 10-12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

To be prepared for careers in environmental and natural resource systems, students need to attain academic skills 

and knowledge, acquire technical knowledge and skills related to environmental and natural resources, and develop 

knowledge and skills regarding career opportunities, entry requirements, and industry expectations. To prepare for 

success, students need opportunities to learn, reinforce, apply, and transfer their knowledge and skills in a variety of 

settings. This course is designed to develop students' understanding of rangeland ecosystems and sustainable forage 

production. 
 

Advanced Plant & Soil Science  
 Grade Level: 12   Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Agriculture Food and Natural Resources 

Plant and Soil Science provides a way of learning about the natural world. Students should know how plant and soil 

science has influenced a vast body of knowledge, that there are still applications to be discovered, and that plant and 

soil science is the basis for many other fields of science. Approved for the 4
th

 Science credit. 
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ARTS, A/V TECHNOLOGY & COMMUNICATIONS 

 

 

Printing and Imaging Technology  
             Grades: 10-12                  Credits: 1-2 

Prerequisite: Teacher approval required  

Careers in printing span all aspects of the industry, including prepress, press, and finishing and bindery operations. 

Within this context, in addition to developing technical knowledge and skills needed for success in the Arts, 

Audio/Video Technology, and Communications career cluster, students will be expected to develop an 

understanding of the printing industry with a focus on prepress and desktop publishing. Students also take part in 

participating in the operation of the Paw Prints Printing Company.

Principles of Business, Marketing, and Finance 
 Grade Levels: 9-11  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In Principles of Business, Marketing, and Finance, students gain knowledge and skills in economies and private 

enterprise systems, the impact of global business, marketing of goods and services, advertising, and product pricing. 

Students analyze the sales process and financial management principles. 

 

Touch System Data Entry  

 Grade Levels: 9-10  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: None 

Students enhance reading, writing, computing, communication, and reasoning skills and apply them to the business 

environment. Students will need to apply touch system data entry for production of business documents. 

 

ÒBusiness Information Management I 
 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits: 1 

Prerequisite: Principles of Business, Marketing, and Finance, and Touch 

System Data Entry 

Students apply technology skills with applications to personal or business situations focusing on word processing, 

spreadsheets, data bases, telecommunications, desktop publishing, presentation management, networking, operating 

systems, and emerging technologies.  

 

ÒBusiness Information Management II 
 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits: 1 

 Prerequisite: Business Information Management I 

Students apply technical skills to address business applications of emerging technologies, create complex word-

processing documents, develop sophisticated spreadsheets using charts and graphs, and make an electronic 

presentation using appropriate multimedia software.

Career Preparation 1 & 2  
 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits:  1.5-3

This is a course that develops job competencies for students to be successful in the world of work. Students are 

required to obtain and maintain employment in order to participate in the program. Students must work a minimum 

of 15 hours during the school week and provide the teacher with a check stub to document gainful employment.  
 

 

 

 
 

 

Principles of Education and Training  
 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits: .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Teacher approval  

This course is designed to introduce students to the various careers in teaching and within the education and training 

career cluster. The course includes on-site observation and training in elementary schools.  Course content also 

provides enrichment opportunities including speakers, class instruction, and on-site visits to community agencies 

and services which focus on young children. Students will develop a graduation plan that leads to a specific career 

choice in the student’s interest area.  

 

Instructional Practices in Education and Training  
 Tech Prep Credit: Grades 11-12    Credits:  1-2 

Prerequisite: Principles of Education and Training, Child Development 

and/or teacher approval  

This course is a field-based internship that provides students with background knowledge of child development as 

well as principles of effective teaching and training practices. Students work under the direction and supervision of 

both a teacher with knowledge of early childhood and exemplary teachers in direct instructional roles with 

elementary students. Students learn to plan and direct instruction and group activities, prepare and develop 

instructional materials, assist with record keeping and complete other responsibilities of teachers and 

paraprofessionals.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Principles of Business, Marketing, and Finance 
 Grade Levels: 9-11  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: None 

In Principles of Business, Marketing, and Finance, students gain knowledge and skills in economies and private 

enterprise systems, the impact of global business, marketing of goods and services, advertising, and product pricing. 

Students analyze the sales process and financial management principles. 

 

Money Matters  

 Grade Levels: 9-10  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Business Marketing & Finance  

Students will investigate global economics with emphasis on the free enterprise system and its impact on consumers 

and businesses. Students will determine methods of achieving long-term financial goals through investment, tax 

planning, asset allocation, risk management, retirement planning, and estate planning. 
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Banking and Financial Systems 

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Business Marketing & Finance 

Students will investigate banking and financial concepts to become competent consumers, employees, and 

entrepreneurs. Students incorporate a broad base of knowledge that includes the operations, sales, and management 

of banking institutions to gain a complete understanding of how banks function within society. 

 

ÒAccounting I  

 Grade Levels: 10-12  Credits:  1 

 Prerequisite: Principles of Business Marketing & Finance  

Introduces general accounting concepts, principles, and procedures; emphasizes the need for financial records; 

provides the fundamental equation and its application to accounting procedures, including the basic steps of the 

accounting cycle, special journals and ledgers, work sheets, adjusting and closing entries, special problems in the 

purchase and sale of merchandise, notes and interest, depreciation, accruals and prepaid items, payroll records, and 

personal income taxes. 

 

ÒAccounting II  

 Grade Levels: 11-12  Credits:  1 

 Prerequisite: Accounting 1 

Students continue the investigation of the field of accounting, including how it is impacted by industry standards as 

well as economic, financial, technological, international, social, legal, and ethical factors. Students reflect on this 

knowledge as they engage in various managerial and cost accounting activities. Students formulate and interpret 

financial information for use in management decision making.

HUMAN SERVICES 
 

 

Principles of Human Services 
 Grade Levels: 9-12  Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite: None 

This laboratory course will enable students to investigate careers in the human services career cluster, including 

counseling and mental health, early childhood development, family and community, and personal care services. 

Each student if expected to complete the knowledge and skills essential for success in high-skill, high-wage, or high-

demand human services careers. 

 

Lifetime Nutrition and Wellness  
 Grade Levels:  10-12     Tech Prep Credit: Grades 11-12    Credits:  .5-1 

Prerequisite:  Principles of Human Services and/or Principles of Education  

and Training  preferred 

This laboratory course allows students to use principles of lifetime wellness and nutrition to help them make informed 

choices that promote wellness as well as pursue careers related to hospitality and tourism, education and training, human 

services, and health services.  

 

Child Development  

 Grade Levels:  10-12     Tech Prep Credit: Grades 11-12    Credits:  .5-1 

 Prerequisite:  Principles of Human Services preferred 

This technical laboratory course addresses knowledge and skills related to child growth and development from 

prenatal through school-age children, equipping students with child development skills. Students use these skills to 

promote the well-being and healthy development of children and investigate careers related to the care and 

education of children.
