Tiger Essentials

Purpose
Jacksboro Middle School uses a discipline management plan called Tiger Essentials. The purpose of this policy is to provide a consistent accountability system for students, teachers, administrators, and parents in fostering a positive and safe learning environment in which teachers can teach and students can learn with minimal distractions or disruptions. This policy is intended to provide clear and consistent expectations for everyone involved in the learning process at Jacksboro Middle School. It will serve as a supplement to the Jacksboro ISD Student Code of Conduct.

Responsibility of Administrators
Hold students and teachers accountable for this policy. Provide support services to both students and teachers. Foster parental support through open communication. Provide appropriate resources for teachers to consistently implement the behavior and discipline management plan.

Responsibility of Teachers
Teachers and staff are expected to apply this behavioral and discipline management plan on a consistent and regular basis in their classrooms and at school sponsored activities. Additionally, teachers and staff should model appropriate behaviors, maintain high expectations of themselves and their students, and assume a role of mentor and role model for all students.

Responsibility of Parents
Parents are expected to acknowledge this behavioral and discipline management plan as a means of developing students who respect their self and others. Parents are expected to become full partners through support of school personnel in consistently holding all students accountable for their actions.

Responsibility of Students
In order to become a productive member of a democratic society, each student is expected to know all school policies and procedures. Each student will take responsibility for their actions as a member of the learning community at JMS.

4.	No cell phones, gum, backpacks or food.
5.	Make quick and smooth and quiet transitions.

8.	Work hard and do not stop until all your work is complete.
9.	If you complete your work, work on something else quietly. (AR book, corrections, or study)
10.	The teacher will dismiss the class, not the bell.
Consequences
The following actions will be taken in the event a student does not meet any one of the campus-wide student expectations.

1st Occurrence: The student will receive a lunch detention from the teacher. This detention will be served at the beginning of the student’s lunch period within 3 days of breaking the rules. 
*If at any time, the student becomes disrespectful to the teacher or another classmate, the student will be sent straight to the office and will receive a minimum of two morning detentions.
**At times, students will serve lunch detention while another class is taking place. There is to be an assigned seat in the classroom where students will sit quietly and take care of this. If the student, at any time, disrupts the class, they will receive an ISS placement.

Morning Detention may still be assigned through the office and will be conducted Monday-Friday mornings, from 7:15-7:50 in an assigned classroom. Students who ride a bus will need to make arrangements to be on campus to serve morning detention, if assigned. Alternate detention assignments will not be made for students who ride the bus.
