You will need the following conversions for capacity in 6th grade.  Capacity is a measure of the amount of liquid a container can hold.

Metric					Customary
1 liter = 1000 milliliters			1 gallon = 4 quarts
						1 gallon = 128 ounces
						1 quart = 2 pints
						1 pint = 2 cups
						1 cup = 8 ounces

Unit 9: Lesson 2 – Volume

You will only need 2 formulas for volume in the 6th grade.  Volume is the number of cubic units needed to fill the space occupied by a solid.

Cube			V = s³			V = volume		s = side
Rectangular Prism	V = lwh		l = length	w = width	h = height

Note:  You can find the volume of any prism by multiplying the area of the base by the height of the figure.

You will need the following conversions for weight in the 6th grade.

Metric					Customary
1 kilogram = 1000 grams			1 ton = 2000 pounds
1 gram = 1000 milligrams			1 pound = 16 ounces
